Program Description
“Chapel” is held in the sanctuary and is under the direction of Kim Bos, Director of Children’s Ministries at St. Paul United Methodist Church.  Chapel is held once a month from 8:45 am. – 9:15 a.m. 

“Donuts for Dad” provides an opportunity for dads to visit the preschool in the early morning hour
(7:45 a.m. – 8:45 a.m.) before heading to work. It is held in the Wesson Building where children and their fathers can share a very special morning. 

The “Thanksgiving Program” is a performance provided by our 2 and 3 year olds at 10:30 in the Sanctuary.  The children dress in costume and perform a few songs.  A Thanksgiving feast is held afterwards in the Wesson Building for the children to enjoy.

The “Christmas Program”   is a performance of the Christmas Story at 6:00 in the evening by our 4 year olds as we herald the birth of Jesus.  The focus of the program is on the spiritual meaning of Christmas and love for the Holy family. 

“Breakfast with Santa” and “Santa’s Workshop” allows each class to spend time with Santa in the Wesson Building.  The children have donuts and milk while waiting to take a picture with Santa, and purchase gifts for family members and other special people in their lives. The fundraiser helps defray the cost of our Christmas activities.

“The St. Paul Preschool Annual Circus” is a tradition dating back over 48 years.  The theatrical production showcases Mother Goose characters and rhymes by the three-year olds. Various circus acts are performed under a “big top” setting by our four-year olds (10:30 a.m./3s and 6:30 p.m./4s). The production is held at the Mary C. O’Keefe Cultural Center. Two-year olds prepare for the big theatre by hosting an “Animal Circus” on an earlier date at 10:30 a.m. in the Sanctuary. The performance is followed by a “Circus Party” on the playground.  

 “The Spanish Fiesta” is a traditional Spanish celebration of music and language skills the children have developed over the course of the year.  The program begins at 10:30 a.m. It ends with a feast of tasty Spanish dishes.

“Muffins with Mom” is a celebration honoring mothers with handmade crafts and delicious muffins provided by the teachers and children.

“Traditional Teacher Appreciation Luncheon” is hosted in a parent’s home with support and help from parent volunteers.

“End of Year Graduation” is held at 6:30 in the evening to congratulate the 4 year-old children for their accomplishments during the year
